Compassion Craft

Wishing Tree

Materials:
	Thin sharpie markers (many colors), or Fabric Pens with intensely colored inks
	White and pastel satin ribbons, 1-inch wide, cut 20-30 inches long

According to a Native Indian tradition, a wish, written on a length of ribbon and hunt into a tree, will be carried to the heavens by the wind -- and there, it might just come true...!

Ask the children to write compassionate wishes for others, or compassionate wishes for the world.  Then tie the ribbons on a tree outside, or if it is raining, glue them to a large tree-poster (see picture).

Writing on the satin ribbons was a little difficult, and the ink ran.  Test writing first, and consider having the children write on ribbons made from paper.
