Regarding the oneness of God,
Baha'u’llah says:

"He is, and hath from everlasting been,
one and alone, without peer or equal,
eternal in the past, eternal in the future,
N detached from all things, ever-abiding,

N unchangeable,
NG, 2nd self-subsisting."
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
